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The Spanish Language

Pimsleur's Spanish (Spain-Castilian) 3 continues
to teach the official language of Spain as it is
spoken by the majority of its population. A brief
history of the Spanish language, a summary of
the primary differences between Latin American
Spanish and Castilian Spanish, and information
about the Spanish alphabet can be found in the
Level 1 Reading Booklet.

Direct and Indirect Object Pronouns

In any language, pronouns are common words
used as substitutes for specific nouns. For example,
if you want to say, "I like my car," you can substitute
"my car” with "it,” and say, "I like it." In this case,
“car" and "it" are the direct object - the thing that
receives the action of the verb. Here's another
example:

Did you take my book?
No, | didn't take it.

An indirect object is one that is indirectly
affected by the action of the verb. For example:

| gave my husband the book.
| gave him the book.
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In this case, the husband, or "him" is the object
indirectly affected by the action of the verb "gave,"
with “the book"” being the direct object.

Pronouns can be used for both the direct and
indirect objects in a sentence:

Did you give the flowers to my mother?
Yes, | gave them to her.

In this case the bouquet of flowers is the direct
object and the speaker's mother is the indirect
object.

Spanish uses the following direct and indirect
object pronouns for the first and second person:

* first person singular - me

* second person singular - te
* first person plural - nos

* second person plural - os

The third person varies in gender and number,
and Spanish uses different pronouns depending on
whether it's a direct or indirect object. The direct
object pronouns are:

* third person masculine - lo

* third person feminine - la

* third person masculine plural - los
* third person feminine plural - las

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The indirect object pronouns vary only in number,
not gender:

* third person singular - le
* third person plural - les

Here is an example of the use of the direct object
pronoun in Spanish:

¢Puedes coger la chaqueta?
Can you take the jacket?

S/, la puedo coger.
Yes, | can take it.
(Literally, "Yes, it | can take.")

And here's an example of the use of the indirect
object pronoun:

Quiero contarles una historia.
| want to tell them a story.

If the indirect object pronoun is le or les and is
immediately followed by a direct object pronoun
beginning with [ (lo, la, los, las), the pronoun se is
substituted for the indirect object pronoun to avoid
repetitive sounds. For example:

Le vendi el coche.
| sold him the car.
(Literally, "To him | sold the car.")

(Literally, "To him it | sold.")

In the following example, se represents Juan and
la represents the letter. Juan is the indirect object
and the letter is the direct object.

Maria escribidé una carta a Juan.
Maria wrote a letter to Juan.

Maria se la escribio.

Maria wrote it to him.

(Literally, "Maria to him it wrote." It refers to
the direct object, in this case, "the letter.")

Culture Notes

Eating habits in Spain are quite different from the
rest of the world. Mealtimes start late in the day, and
there are differences with respect to what people
eat and where they eat it. Lunch times range from
2 - 4 pM, while dinner usually doesn't begin until
8:30 or 9. Sobremesa is the time spent after lunch
or dinner debating or chatting and is a cherished
habit. Spaniards normally have wine with a meal, or
at the very least, a drink with a tapa (a small plate of
something to eat) is taken before a proper meal and
is called the aperitivo.
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Tapas are eaten in bars; the places where the
majority of socializing is done in Spain. Typical tapas
might include:

e jamdn (Spanish cured ham)

* tortilla (Spanish omelette with potatoes
and onions)

* langostinos (shrimp)

empanadillas (small turnovers)

ensaladilla rusa (diced vegetable and tuna
salad with mayonnaise)

* queso manchego (sheep's milk cheese)
e gceitunas (olives)

Another unusual aspect of Spanish culture is that
few people live in single-family houses. Most
Spaniards live in rented or owned apartments, or
pisos, in buildings that typically have underground
parking. These apartments often have landscaped
terraces where residents hang their clothes to dry,
taking advantage of the hot Spanish sun, as clothes
dryers are rare in Spain. Many apartments also have
balconies, where people set out various types
of plants.
